Gathering Together





Agrarian society had a significant impact on the life of the North American Church of the late 1800s and early 1900s.  There were some wonderful Revival Movements that happened at that time. One method of spreading the word of God was the functional approach of the "Circuit Riding Preacher." These dedicated Christian ministers rode horses from township to township with different locations served each week until they returned, often within the next couple of months, to the original circle of friends.  Indeed, my mother, about 90 years ago, was in Texas when a Methodist preacher came through town to preach and my mom accepted Christ as Saviour.  On the next Sunday, a Baptist preacher came through town and mom was baptized into the Baptist church!  Yes, that was all it took for a Methodist preacher to pass on his newly found sheep to a Baptist congregation!





In those days, to go to church was quite a commitment.  Early chores were handled in the morning around daybreak and then the whole family jumped in a wagon to head for "services."  Worship services and gospel singing lasted a couple of hours followed by an additional hour or two of Bible study.  After that, lunch on the grounds was celebrated and shared by all.  The neighbors enjoyed their time of fellowship and sharing. Making a commitment of less than 5-6 hours was unheard of as the mentality was that "going to meeting" was a sign of one's commitment to God and His family.  After all, they had traveled several hours in a buggy or wagon to get to the services and they wanted their time to be well used with the Family of God.  


May God make our times of fellowship and sharing so precious that we too value every minute we are together.
